STEM in Scouting Day - Cub Scout Program FAQs and Pre-Reqs

Who can attend the event? Any registered Cub Scout, with a rank of Wolf, Bear, or Webelos. Parents or other responsible adult (such as a den leader) need to remain with their scout(s) for the day.

When does this take place? Saturday, September 13, 2014 from 8:30 AM - 3:30 PM with a one hour break for lunch. During the lunch period, there will be a number of exhibits which Scouts can visit. APG has requested that Scouts arrive at the post between 7:30 and 8:30.  Early or late arrival will not be possible. 

Where will it be held? Shore Park at Aberdeen Proving Ground (APG) located in Aberdeen, MD. (Harford County)
What Cub Scout NOVA STEM awards are offered? Scouts will register by "track", based in part by rank. Each Nova award also has an Academic/Sports Beltloop or Pin requirement incorporated into the track session. Awards have prerequisite requirements that need to be done at home. Please see the following pages for more info on the prereqs.

*BSA recommends scouts earn at least two of the regular Nova awards before working on a Supernova award.

What do Scouts need to bring? 1.) Completed pre-requisites and any additional materials required for their NOVA award,  2.) Pen, paper,  3.) Water bottle, and  4.) A bag lunch (recommended) or money for lunch.

Are Uniforms Required? Yes, cub scouts and their adult leaders should wear the official field uniforms.  If you have a name tag, please wear that as well.

Why do parents/leaders need to stay and what can they do during this event? APG requires that parents (or a scout leader) be present with their child. Cub Scout parents have two options: they can either stay with their child and assist them as needed or they can volunteer to help run a track. There are also training sessions for adult leaders.  if an adult leader wishes to take a training class, they should arrange with another parent to remain with their scouts.

Will lunch be provided? The Post usually provides a mobile mess where participants can purchase a meal at a nominal fee.  Last year, the line for this was very long.  Therefore, we encourage all to bring their own lunch. While there is a Burger King on post, it is closed on weekends.





Will Cub Scouts complete all required activities to earn their NOVA Award? 
· For the regular Nova STEM award (Tracks 1-5), as long as the scout does the pre-requisites and participates in all STEM Day activities then yes they should complete all requirements for the NOVA award. 
· For the Supernova award (Tracks 6 or 7), this depends on how many of the requirements they complete in advance.  Some requirements, like earning certain Sports/Academic pins or Webelos activity pins, may not be done in time for this event. That is OK!  Scouts will be given a tracking sheet so that parents/leaders can keep track of their progress. Once these additional requirements are complete, the scout can receive their Supernova award.  More details about this will be given to parents/leaders of scouts who work on these awards.


Cub Scout Prerequisites

For Tracks 1-5, each award has prerequisites that scouts must do ahead of time to earn their Nova award.  Scouts will need to bring their completed prerequisites so that we can verify the prerequisites were completed. The prerequisites for Science Everywhere and 1-2-3 Go are on the following pages.

For scouts earning a Supernova award (Tracks 6-7), the BSA recommends that scouts have already earned at least two of the regular Nova STEM awards. If your scout has not earned two Nova awards yet, please consider registering him for either Science Everywhere or 1-2-3 Go instead.  Prerequisites for these awards will be emailed to participants by early July.  These awards are more involved and will require more to be done at home.  Some of the award requirements may not be completed until after STEM Day. That is OK! We will work with you to make sure your scout can finish the requirements!
